Rules of Competition

To Qualify for the Manitoba Heritage Classic Circuit:

You must be a resident of Manitoba.

You must be a current member in good standing with the
Manitoba Horse Council.

A horse and exhibitor combination must compete in at least 4
different Heritage sanctioned competitions prior to October
1%,

A horse may be qualified by only one exhibitor.

Each Record Book will be registered in joint names of one
horse and exhibitor combination and is non-transferable.

Heritage sanctioned competitions will be governed by the
sponsoring club or association in matter of rules, entry fees,
etc.

Juniors competitors are age 17 and under as of January 1%,
Senior competitors are over 17 years of age as of January 1.
Please note that some shows will not use the same age
categories, in this instance, and in open sanctioned
competitions, placings will be credited in the recognized age
category of the competitor for purposes of the Heritage
Classic Show Circuit.

It is the responsibility of the competitor to be familiar with
the applicable show rules and Heritage Handbook rules.
